Concrete poetry is visual poetry, The words are placed on the page to create an
idea through the shape or form. instead of just drawing a picture, you will be express:
iny an idea. The words can outline a shape, foroy a shape, or show the movement of an
object,
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In two examples zhove, the word “apple’” has been usedd to form an apple, In
ancther example, the idea of time is made concrete through the word “'time’ in an
hourglass. You might want to torm & cap by using the word "“cap”™ or do it by sections
and use the word “button’” to form the button on the cap, then use the word “crown’
to form the crown of the cap, and then the word “‘brim’” to form the brim of the cap.
